+ Embrace the changed Even though cancer changes things dramatically, many people have found that it changes
hearts, minds, our very souls, and lives. We hear stories of how it can even change some things for the better.

+ Be hopefud And what should we hope for? For a cure, surely. But while a medical cure is not always possible,
healing for our loved one, and for our own hurting hedrts possible.
